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Cover: Sang Hyang Baju. Son of Batura Guru and God of the Winds, he is the father of 
Wrekudara (Bima) and of the White Ape, Hanoman. Baju and his sons all have the 
terrible razor-sharp fingernails (PantjcinSka) and wear the magical poleng loin-cloth. 
Baju is usually reckoned on the side of the PendSwi.
